Class Prerequisites: 
 A portable sewing machine in good working order 
 Basic sewing experience 
 
Class Goal: 
 Our goal is for you to complete a four to six block quilt top.  It may be used as a 
quilt, wall hanging, table runner, or other creative ideas.  The quilt top will be pieced in 
the classes and you will be shown how to layer and quilt it.  
 
Fabric: 
 Good quality, 100% cotton fabric 
 1 ½ yards of you main “focus” print (pick other three fabrics to go with this 
 1 yard of light fabric, for background 
 1 yard of a medium to dark fabric 
 1 yard of a second medium to dark fabric 
 
Basic Sewing Supplies: 
 Paper scissors 
 Fabric scissors 
 Small scissors or snipers 
 Measuring tape – 120 “long 
 6 inch ruler or seam gauge 
 Seam ripper 
 Pins, fine, glass head pins, 1 3/8 “long, are best 
 Sewing machine needle size 70/10 r 75/11 –Universal, jeans or quilting type 
 Thread – 100 % cotton (50wt.), or all purpose poly-cotton, in neutral tan or gray 
 Hand sewing needle – Sharps size 10 
 Thimble 
 Mechanical pencil (.5mm, hard lead and fine-point back permanent marker 
 Sewing machine and accessories, ( ¼ “ presser foot, walking foot) 
 Rotary cutter – 45 mm size recommended with a new blade 
 Self-healing rotary cutting mat, at least 23” long 
 Rotary cutting rulers -  6”x 24” (or 6 1/2” x 24 ½”)   6”x12” (or 6 ½ “ x 12 ½”) 
      6 ½ “ square                            12 ½ “ square 
 If you can only afford one ruler at this time, get the 6’x24” or 61/2” x 24 ½” size
